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THE ZMURIC FAMILY’S HOMESTEAD
IN MALA IVANCA

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Owing to its geographical position, one of the largest
urban settlements on Mount Kosmaj, Sopot used to be an
administrative centre of the area.

This location, together with the direct influences from
South Serbia, Kosovo, Bosnia, and Vojvodina — whose master
builders used to come to do construction work in these parts
— have resulted in a very diverse collection of preserved
structures. Sopot features houses typical of Sumadija,
the Morava area, Kosovo, and Vojvodina in different

developmental stages, as well as houses which combine the
characteristic features of specific types. These structures are
mostly dated to the 19" century and the first decade of the
20™ century.

The village of Mala Ivanca appears for the first time in
the Belgrade nahiyah’s Vlach population census of 1528,
where it is recorded as the village of Ivan¢a, made up of
10 households. In the early 19" century, the Register of
Karadorde’s Serbia for the period 1804-1813 lists Mala




Ivanca as a settlement belonging to the Grocka nahiyah. In
1818, the census of the Belgrade district has the village of
Mala Ivanca recorded as Pusta Ivanca, with 22 households
and 63 tax-paying homes. The number of houses in the
village was on the rise throughout the 19th century, with 33
in 1836,and 127 in 1875. As a result of the proximity of a big
city and an abundance of arable land, this farming-oriented
settlement prospered in the first half of the 20™ century.

The village is located near the river Ralja. It is a semi-
dispersed settlement, with houses clustering around the
centre and scattered towards the edge of the village.

The Zmuri¢ family’s old house is ethnographically and
architecturally one of the most valuable family houses

in Sopot. The locals recount that the old house of the
cooperative Zmuri¢ family household, dating from the early
19" century and located in the vicinity of the school, was
torn down in 1962. According to the same local sources, the
Zmuri¢ family was native to the village. Traditionally, the
oldest families in the villages around Belgrade live in the
village centre, whereas newcomers tend towards the village
outskirts. The Zmuri¢ family migrated from the village of
Dobrinja, Kosovo, in the early 19" century.

The Zmuri¢ family’s old house was built in the 1880s as
an organized functional and architectural unit, to be used
by a typical rural household of the day in its daily life and
work. The house was erected on the slanted terrain. The




wattle and daub structure was mounted on oak beams
placed on the crushed stone foundation. The basement is
located under a portion of the house. The high hip roof with
a ridge is constructed from wooden rafters and beams, and
covered by flat tiles. The arcade porch extending two-thirds
of the longitudinal facade length is a marked architectural
detail, enclosed with a wooden board fence. The description
of the house fits the Morava-type house, characterised by
the porch or, in its more developed form, the porch with
an oriel window. The later Morava-type houses feature an
arcade porch where the beam rests on a number of arcades,
while the earlier Morava type has an architrave porch with
a horizontal beam resting on wooden column capitals.

Structurally, the two porches are identical, except for the
fact that in a later Morava-type house, the original structure
is hidden from view by means of mock arcades. The house
windows have two wings, with each wing divided into four
smaller fields. The house is covered with lime mortar and
then whitewashed on the inside and outside.

The Zmuri¢ family homestead was one of the few preserved
rural structures of this type in greater Belgrade. Clustered
homesteads such as this one emerged spontaneously,
reflecting the owners’ needs and making a suitable basis
for the life and work of a small family cooperative, which
had become the basic social unit in the villages around
Belgrade as early as the late 19" century. The Zmuri¢ family’s
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homestead in Mala Ivanéa is a rare example of a preserved
rural structure and specific micro-environment in the
overall architectural heritage of the Belgrade area.

The house is currently owned by a different family. It is
located in a spacious plot of land, with a single outbuilding
— the bothy - next to it in the yard. Bothies are accessory
residential buildings used by junior family members for
overnight accommodation. The Zmuri¢ family bothy was
made from logs and planks in a traditional construction
procedure. A porch can also be found in front of the bothy’s
entrance door.

The Zmuri¢ family’s old house has been preserved by
the continued care of the owners. As a typical example of
the so-called later Morava-type house, commonplace in
the Belgrade area, it bears witness to the diverse type of
popular architecture of the region, on the one hand, and

the indisputable architectural and aesthetic qualities of the
structures in question, on the other.

In light of its overall value, the Zmuri¢ family homestead
in Mala Ivanca was designated cultural property by virtue of
the Decision published in the Official Gazette of the City of
Belgrade No. 16/87.
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
